“Dog Days” of Summer

August is traditionally the hottest month of
the year in the northern hemisphere, and the
time period between July 3 and August 11
is sometimes referred to as the “dog days”
of summer. The nickname refers to Sirius, or
the Dog Star. Mediterranean stargazers first
observed that these sultry days occurred
about 20 days before or after the rising
and setting of Sirius with the sun.
